Meeting minutes

Drew Anderson made a motion to accept the September meeting minutes, motion seconded, minutes accepted

Treasurer’s report – no report

Team meetings:
a) Beautification (Dave/Paul) – looking for grants to apply for in 2011 to raise money for the beautification committee.
b) Public Safety Team – 
· Guard rail on Clinton Terrace – the city is still looking for funding for the installation of guard rails on the corner of Clinton Terrace.
· Cattell street renovation – Construction to replace the main water line on Cattell will start after January 1, 2011.  The city will be closing Cattell and doing construction on the whole street at once.  Later in the spring the city will continue the construction on the side streets leading out from Cattell.  

· Bridge renovation on 611 – the city is looking in to rerouting traffic on a temporary bridge while the section of the bridge on 611 is being renovated.  This would minimize traffic coming up to Cattell to detour the 611 construction.
c) Nevin Park Team – had a meeting, agreed the committee should keep an eye on the repair of the pathways around Nevin Park and begin to focus on the fountain renovation.  In the near future the team will build a budget for the fountain by looking at the infrastructure of the current fountain and look at prices for ready-made fountains.
d) Block Watch Team – annual city block watch meeting was held last week.  The committee is still in need of a coordinator for the College Hill neighborhood.
e) Garden Tour Team – need to finalize the finances of the 2010 tour, next meeting will be in January.  The committee has a list of gardens they are interested in for the 2011 tour.
f) Community Relations Team (Curt) – 
· Easton Area School District – 
1. Hubert Etchison read our resolution at the Easton Area School District School Board meeting on October 28, 2010. We asked that EASD School Board members Sarah Bilotti, Jennifer Holzberger, Kerri Leonard-Ellison submit a motion to the EASD School Board that public comment would be permitted at all EASD School Board meetings.  We hope the motion will pass in the November meeting
2. The personal lawsuit by the school district Solicitor against the Express Times has been dismissed from court.

· March School – 

1. Curb cuts have been completed and now meet ADA regulations.  The Monroe and Reeder curb cuts meets ADA requirements but are in the wrong place and do not line up with the crosswalks.  The curb cuts may not be corrected.

2. Community Action Committee (CAC)– all recommendations for safety around the March School have been approved, but we are still waiting for all requests to be completed.  On the corner of Reeder and Parsons, expect to have a 4-way stop at this intersection.  We are also waiting for a drop off zone to be created.

· Zoning hearing board – Becky Bradley, of the planning department, let us know of an application to grant a zoning variance for 520 Monroe Street, an old Firehouse next to the Laundromat.  The variance would allow the property to be used as a 40 tabletop restaurant.  Economic Development Team went to the zoning hearing board meeting to learn more about the application.  There were concerns about parking issues among other concerns.  The request for the variance was denied.

g) News Team – did not hold a meeting in November, next meeting will be December 14th.  The committee has made updates to homepage of our website.
