Team Meeting/Challenge Update

· Beautification Committee

City of Easton provided $400 for National Neighborhood Day.  The Beautification Committee will be replanting old and planting new planters along Cattell Street.  The team will be meeting on Sunday, September 20 at 1:00 PM at Wawa, and they will be planting until 3:00 PM.  It was noted that the planters may have been bolted to the ground.  We will look into whether we can replant the planters or whether we will have to plant new ones.

· Public Safety Team

The Public Safety Team is proposing a new guard rail at the corner of Clinton Terrace and Reeder Street.  No guard rail exists there currently.  The idea was presented to Councilwoman El Warner; she will inform Dave Hopkins, Publics Works Director for the City of Easton.

· Nevin Park Team

The Nevin Park Team will be meeting in mid to late October to discuss possible improvements to the park.
